Installation, user and care guide

Dimensions

Designed to fit onto desks with 22-32mm
thickness with included C clamp.
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Use 2.5mm Allen key
to bring out grub screw
and allow arm assembly
to drop into base post.

Carefully insert the pin
at the bottom of the
arm assembly into the
base post.

If 180° lockout is
required, ensure bush
protrusion sits in recess
at bottom of the arm.

Tighten the grub screw
to secure the arm
assembly to the base.
Do not overtighten.

Use 4x M5x25mm bolts
to fix the handle and
horizontal rail to the
head of the arm.

Installing monitors

The rail is now fully
assembled and ready
for the monitors to be
installed.

Ensure the EVA pad is
applied to the bottom of
the base to protect the
desk surface.

Place base on desk with
recess facing the edge.
Offer up the C clamp to
the base as shown.

Use 4mm Allen key to
tighten the 2x grub
screws in the clamp into
the base.

Offer up the quick
release VESA to the rear
of your monitor, ensure
lever is at top.

Fix in place with supplied
fixings. 4x M4x12/16mm

CSK pozi screws.

Align the raised square
section on the VESA
with the recess on the
rail mount.

Nylon bush in no lockout
position

Nylon bush in 180° lockout
position
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The nylon bush can be
removed, flipped and
refitted to remove/apply
the 180° lockout.

Flip the bush over so
the protrusion faces
upwards to apply the
180° lockout as shown.

Place the C clamp cover
over the base with the
recess facing the desk
edge. No fixing required.

Lower the first monitor
onto the rail mount until
it clicks into place.

Lower the second
monitor into place.

Ensure the VESA clicks
into the rail mount
securely.

Cable management

Rail angle adjustment

Feed cables from
monitors through the
cable clips as shown.

Insert the cable clips
with cables into the rail
by gently flexing and
snapping into place.

Neaten up the cables if
necessary, ready to feed
the cables to the arm
assembly.

Position the cables inside
the cover and slide back
into place on the arm.

Feed the cables through
the built in cable clip on
the upper arm assembly
as shown.

Arm adjustment

Remove the plastic
cover on the lower arm
assembly by sliding it up
and away from the arm.

Adjust the monitor arm
with the upper section
parallel to the desk
surface as shown.

Use 6mm Allen key to Use 6mm Allen key to
turn bolt clockwise for turn bolt anti clockwise
heavy monitors. Use free  for lighter monitors. Use
hand to guide the arm.  free hand to guide arm.

Additional information

Use the central handle
to pivot the rail left or
right by a small amount.

If necessary, the level of
friction can be controlled
using the 6mm Allen key
on the central bolt.

Rail mount adjustment

The rail mounts that the
VESA drop into can slide
left and right on the rail
for fine adjustment.

Supported load

Adjust both mounts if
necessary to achieve the
optimum placement of
your monitors.

The rail mounts can
rotate about their
centre. Use 4mm Allen
key to loosen/tighten.

1 Skg May

The maximum combined
load of two monitors on
the rail is 15kg.
